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Please enjoy 4 sightseeing courses of Tsushima that has

preserved its history and cultural assets.
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(It takes 1 hour and 30 minutes.)
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Historical Tsushima Each historical site has its own story to tell.
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Tsushima tourism exchange center (0ld Tsushima Shinyoh Bank Headquarters—Registered Tangible Cultural Property(building))
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Built in 1929, it was typical style of bank building of that era. It was called “Renaissance way” of building, and it is based on
Renaissance  concepts but uses more simplified ornamentation. It was the first reinforced concrete building introduced in
Tsushima. It is one of the valuable buildings representing the prosperous era of Tsushima city as the center of the commerce.
Tourism exchange center was reborn as a hub for Tourism exchange of Tsushima in April 2009.

@ *ﬁﬁ (E;EE*%EE%%) Large ginkgo (Prefectural Designated Natural Monument)
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Two Ia:jge ginkgos one of the best enormous arbores in Aichi prefecture. Also, tree of Tsushima Shrine’s east torii is written
‘Sacred tree of Gozu Tennoh’ which has kept of ‘Owari Meisho Zue.
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The history of the Tsushima Shrine extends back more than 1,460 years. It was also called the Gozu Tennou Shrine.
Benevolent gods that help ward off epidemics and disasters are believed to be enshrined here. The two-storied gate boasting the
Momoyama style of architecture was a gift from Toyotomi Hideyoshi.
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The Hotta's Residence Built in the middle of Edo period, this building represents the typical house of a merchant during that era.
The mortar and dirt walls and short pillar and beam construction help to resist fire and there are deterrents to keep out thieves.
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The flowers and greenery of Tennohgawa Park change with the seasons. Its scenic walking courses have led it to be selected to
be among the top 100 historical parks in Japan.
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The place is carrying of miniature shrines at a given time during the festival.

@ 5](51151(9&%211& Himuro Sakudayu's House
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This is the house of a Shinto priest. It was built near the end of the Edo Period, which was from 1603 to 1867.
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These signposts enhance the historical feel of Tsushima. They allow us to experience a little of history.

@ :FWlL\ Sentaibutsu
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There is only 3.3 m? space of Jizou-do where has one thousand small Jizou statures made by Enku.
They were crudely carved from tree stumps or scrap wood and have watched many people to happiness and wellness for many years.

Eﬂﬁ ({BDFTS5E)  Kurumakohdo
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Food stalls are set up for the Owari Tsushima Tennou Matsuri on one of the islands in Tennoh gawa Park.

D) BIEATE (BLL&STS5ULY) Seishohkohsha
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Legend has it that Kato Kiyomasa, as a young boy, put on the mask of a devil and chased away a thief from this Shrine.
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Residence of the Hotta’s
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There is no detailed description of the right guide about from No.14 to No.21.
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Legend has it that Kato Kiyomasa, as a young boy, put on the mask of a devil and chased away a thief from this Shrine.

@ ﬁiﬂ!ﬁg Rokujizohson
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This is a Jizoh Shrine built to honor six Buddhist priests who thwarted a thief who had entered a merchant’s house. It is believed
that they were the incarnations of the guardian deity of children.

@ 3* ° /9;;;‘ Yone Noguchi’s birthplace
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Yone Noguchi was a world-renown poet who was born in Tsushima in 1875. He was a father of sculptor Isamu Noguchi.
